That
means he wasn't in extreme pain. Extreme pain cuts you off from yourself, ie. you have no
control over what you think or do. It's like you decide to stop breathing for a moment. All is
good. You're in control but after a short while your body will force you to breathe whether you
like it or not. Extreme conditions lead to extreme measures and 'emergency mode' of our
bodies has very little interest in our acquired wisdom.
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
