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VS78. The truly noble man busies himself chiefly with wisdom and friendship, of which the one
is an understandable good but the other is immortal.

See this linked discussion here for the reason "understandable" is superior to "immortal" as the
best translation. Bailey has: "The noble soul occupies itself with wisdom and friendship; of
these, the one is a mortal good, the other immortal."
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
