Epicurus holds that pain/fear/mental disturbance is an evil.
It is not possible to be confident that one will avoid this evil in perpetuity.
If the Epicurean cannot be confident of this, he cannot guarantee his continuing
happiness, and as a result present happiness will be impossible.
The Epicurean can never be happy.
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
