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If I recall correctly, Frances Wright focuses on imagination as a problem in her book, but I do
not recall that she offers a persuasive answer as to what is reasonable projection vs what gets
labeled "imagination" as a way of dismissing ideas without explanation.

I would say this is the issue that has to be addressed and there are probably clues in
Philodemus' On Signs. This is definitely one of the topics under discussion there.
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
