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Glad to see i am not the only one who is not super familiar with Bertrand Russell. I know he is
extremely well known, but the impression I have of his views is not at all totally favorable - I
gather he was much more inclined to skepticism than was Epicurus.

However, he's a major figure, like Will Durant (with whom I was confronted recently) and so it's
good to know where to find major points from influential people that are relevant to Epicurus.
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
