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Perhaps the Eureka! moment of a life-changing discovery is more like an intellectual orgasm.

Or maybe it's like getting "abducted by aliens". If you genuinely believe you gained new
perspective, you experience both (1) the excitement of certainty, and (2) the fear of social
ridicule.
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
