To me, this topic only
matters when outsiders are discussing and judging the behavior of others in contrast to what I
understand as the Epicurean focus on the subjective sensations of what we feel and think
about. What we feel while living our lives of avoiding pain through actions that create pleasure
seems to me, all that should matter to us.
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
