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I think I would avoid trying to revert to a former or esoteric meaning of atheism, personally. I
don't think Epicurus would go for that, because it would create confusion. But we may need
more discussion to come to a consensus.

I would stick to defining words which have a current conflicting opinion. I think there are two
main terms that need defining-- eudaemonia, which is what I really think most normal people
imagine when they hear the word happiness in English, even if they don't say so-- and agency/
free will. I suspect we need actually to have brief articles on those two terms.
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
