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To accompany the new Torquatus audio version I have now completed a side-by-side Latin and
English version of the main Torquatus narrative. This version contains the Latin alongside the
Yonge, Reid, and Rackham versions, followed by the modified Rackham which is the basis for
the Text-To-Speech version. This will assist in helping us check to be sure that current and
future text-to-speech versions stay compatible with the older public domain translations even
as we convert it into more-widely-usable modern American English.
