One more thought / question on this point:

If we were to add a separate subforum on "Rhetoric" at some point (and not just under
Philodemus) would that be clearly more appropriate for the "Ethics" section, or is it
possible that it should be considered under "Canonics?"

That in itself is possibly an interesting discussion. Is part of the problem with "rhetoric"
that it is being asserted to be a standard of truth? Or is it clearly and distinctly an issue
of Ethics/Politics?

I think I'd put it with "Rhetoric" because I break down some technical vocabulary that
Philódēmos employs. It could be both: I portray politics as a sort of antagonist to the truth of
sensation.
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
