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Also the word "unctuous" comes to mind.

I can think of numbers of people who will remain unnamed who have that kind of sickly-sweet
demeanor.

On the other hand (despite it being my least favorite part of her book) Frances Wright spends
her Chapter One describing Epicurus in terms that probably are close to "suave" but in an
entirely positive way.
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
