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"his father had Frederick's "best friend" executed for trying to help him escape" actually
happened. They both deserted together, and the friend got sentenced in compliance with the
penal code to death by a court (not the King) and executed but Frederick was not because the
judges declared themselves unfit to judge over the crown prince. So, his father forced him to
watch the execution of his friend as a penalty. The father was such a dick that one historian
who started to write his biography gave up in disgust.
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
