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For the "beginning student" those are excellent choices. For a curious but less committed
person, I might start them on Frances Wright. If they bite, they'll be well-primed for the real
stuff. If not, they can console themselves with having enjoyed a pleasant novel meanwhile.

DeWitt we must always regard as essential. I sometimes wonder if he has family alive who
knew him, and whether they know how grateful many of us are for his work.
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
