I was reading about Byron for reasons mentioned in the other thread, and this
one turned up. He was Byron's literary executor. Apparently he is regarded as the National Bard
of Ireland, so it's somewhat surprising that he's never crossed my radar (possibly his memory is
eclipsed by James Joyce).
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
