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In that last paragraph, "existence" is an easier word to grasp than "essence," with "essence"
carrying a lot more controversial implication, I would expect, as in some contexts I gather
"essence" is comparable to a platonic form, which Epicurus would/did reject. I gather that there
is an Aristotelian sense of "essence" that Epicurus also rejected.
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
