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Master Latinists will also tell you that there's textual evidence that the poem was never
thoroughly revised by Lucretius. They base that claim on certain irregularities in the text, such
as hypermetrical lines. I don't know how they can determine that those lines aren't the result of
copying errors, but there we are. There are some answers we'll never have with these old texts.
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
