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i am perfectly prepared to grant that words can be used in special ways and that we shouldn't
rush to judgment. Epicurus clearly used special meanings for words like "gods" which have to
be taken into account.

But the accumulated thrust of stoicism is also very clear - words like "Indiffference' - "apathy" -
"stoic" all have taken on generic meanings which cannot all be so far from the truth. The stoics
were pretty clear about what they clearly were getting at, and what they were getting at was
pretty repulsive, even in the form that it is used today covered over as "Therapy."
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
