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There is so much good in the primary sources that it would be a shame to include too much
secondary material.

And I wouldn't dream of putting the letter to Marcella or any plutarch ahead of the Torquatus or
even Vellius material that Cicero has preserved.

The Torquatus material in particular is very hard to match, and probably a direct copy from an
Epicurean work anyway even though it has Cicero's name on it.
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
