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well first and foremost as we know Jefferson was not involved in the constitutional convention
and did not express particularly high regard for it, and took the position that it needed to be
open to substantial revision with every generation. You may be talking about the Declaration
(?) Which has some good material in it but definitely far from perfect either.

There is definitely a lot to be questioned about Jeffersons personal life but going too far in that
direction is generally a tactic that gets us too much into ad hominem rather than focusing on
the philosophy.
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
