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That is very good for me to know Mike! As Elayne is commenting in the other thread, there are
multiple things going on in that song and movie, all of which "bear" on what we are discussing.
if we treat the song as being about "bear necessities" then we immediately see how the
necessities and pleasures are contextual. If we treat the song as being about "bare necessities"
then we have a totally different meaning. There's a lot to pull apart here, especially for those of
a particular background and age group who are knowledgeable about the movie and have
absorbed that song into their consciousness over a lifetime.
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
