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Lucretius refers to "The Great All" when he describes the evils of war. He describes species of
animals being driven mad in fury when used for battle, and at the end of the passage he
explains that this may not have happened on Earth, but "may have happened in the Great All",
in some other planet--so it turns out the entire scene (in Book V) was science fiction.
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
