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That's excellent. I'm personally convinced that Stephen Greenblatt has a more insightful
interpretation of Lucretius than most of his academic colleagues—a view which is further
cemented in everything I read from him. And I can say that in my own case there could not
have been a more effective recruitment tool than The Swerve.
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
