Also, it seems to me that Marcus Aurelius is usually portrayed with actual "curls" rather
than just wavy hair. This figure we are talking about comes pretty close to that, but I
don't think the face and neck structure really looks like Aurelius.

Of course, we're also most likely dealing with an 18th-century jeweler's interpretation of an
ancient Greek portrait trying to appeal to his customer's expectations filtered through...
