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I'm familiar with ClassicalWisdom, it's owned by a LC based in Ireland as well as by Anya
Leonard. Though I don't really consume their content, as it's too entrenched within a Stoic and
Aristotelian view, though I believe this is mainly due to the guest writers who subscribe to those
philosophies (Donald Robertson & Stoicism for example).

They have very few articles on Epicurus, though mostly on Lucretius or by name-dropping
Epicurus when it comes to Hellenistic (classical) ethics, I read them early on last year during my
self-guided study prior to discovering the forums, even then I found it odd to sublimate ancient
ethics into modern political ideas, like how Velleius calls out Chrysippus for claiming Homer &
Hesiod were Stoics. Regardless, the dedicated articles to Epicurus at the time were
disappointing.
