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i am not implying this at all. What i said and let me be clear on this: maybe they have reacted
to the change of philosophical discourse at their time.

Or we can look at this in another way. Desire to engage in logical argument with opposing
school and defend philosophy although unnecessary it is natural. As long as it is in reasonable
limits it trains the mind and brings pleasure during reflection and debating itself.

Well nevermind.

And yes in letter of menoeceus epicurus states that

Quote

Our every action is done so that we will not be in pain or fear.

Either you consciously ignoring this fact or you have to admit that epicurus himself was a stoic.
I will let you decide for yourself.
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
