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Yes Godfrey that is the direction I think probably Elayne will come down on when she has a
chance to elaborate. In the sense you are talking evaluation of a "prolepsis of truth" would
probably include recognition that human truth is contextual and that godlike omniscient
certainty is an invalid standard.
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
