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so it was that the lively force of his mind won its way, and he passed on far beyond the fiery
walls of the world, and in mind and spirit traversed the boundless whole; whence in victory he
brings us tidings what can come to be and what cannot, yea and in what way each thing has its
power limited, and its deepset boundary-stone. And so religion in revenge is cast beneath
men’s feet and trampled, and victory raises us to heaven.
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
