The more | think about prolepses, the more I'm convinced they have to be inborn and then
evolve as we mature. The newborn and toddler sense of right and wrong grows into our
Prolepsis of Justice. So where does our Prolepsis of the Gods or maybe of Divinity come from?
Take a look at the rapt look on some babies and toddlers faces when they take part in some
research studies where they pay attention to puppets. Take a look at this toddler experiencing
snow for the first time. Babies and toddlers obviously have the capacity to experience awe to
be in wonder. Look at the baby's eyes in that last video link! That sense of wonder, | believe,
can grow into a Prolepsis of the Divine.
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
