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Just a note to Susan and everyone who hasn't run into this before: If you paste directly from
other programs you'll sometimes get the font transferred as well, such as this:

While it is not always true, I think it's probably best for the forum if we try to keep the font
styles to the default, so I'll sometimes go in and edit a post to remove the extra fonts.

If you paste something and see that the font is different than the norm, the way to fix it is to
use the dropdowns such as "A" for font family and T for size and choose the last option to
"remove" that characteristic.

Again, no issues, and I'll sometimes go ahead and make this change without mentioning it just
in the interests of time. Thanks!

EDIT: I meant to mention, more important even than font style and size is COLOR. Some people
use dark themes ("styles") here for the forum, and others use "light" themes. Color can make a
dramatic impact on readability, so above all please be sure to remove any "color" attributes
when pasting.
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
